The building, which was first inaugurated in 1915, is now once 
again available to professional associations as a centre for medi-
cine. The auditorium now has 500 seats and stretches over three 
floors. With the restoration complete, the auditorium is now re-
splendent in its former glory, and, together with further seminar 
rooms, represents an ideal location for scientific meetings and 
congresses.
 
We hope that we were able to peak your interest in the 3rd EFCAP 
Congress and look forward to welcoming you in Berlin in March
